NOTES FOR GUIDANCE

Note a - General reasons why PCV is not achievable. 

Note b – Map, water supply zone (WSZ) name, reference code, designated population served, average daily quantity of water supplied to the WSZ. 

Resident population estimates – for example: census information, district council updates, recorded number of connections and estimates of average occupancy can all be used to make an estimate of WSZ population. 

Note c – Describe briefly the investigations carried out. Include sampling evidence (date and place at which each sample was taken and the results of analysis of the samples in respect of each parameter, taken in the water supply zone during the 12 months immediately preceding the first day on which the prescribed concentration or value (PCV) could not be met. Include the results of the analysis of the samples (if any) taken in the water supply zone between the first day on which the PCV could not be met and the date of the application. 
Include other relevant evidence or information including the investigations to identify the options to remedy the contravention and the reasons for rejecting or preferring each option. Explain why the steps in the preferred option will remedy the contravention.

Estimates of the maximum deviation likely to occur while steps are being taken and an explanation of the basis of that estimate should be provided. 

Note d – Northern Ireland Water to liaise with the Environmental Health Officers and the Food Standards Agency who have responsibility for the area served by the WSZ. Where there is considered to be a special risk, provide details of advice as to the measures (if any) given.

(The Inspectorate takes the pragmatic view that ‘relevant food undertakings’ is intended to cover major food producers where water is used in the process and not intended to cover every pub and sandwich bar where food is prepared.)
Note e – Authorised Departure period can be granted for a maximum of three years. 

Note f – Provide details of alternative supplies and explain why those supplies cannot be used, or in the case of the one that has to be used, why it can be used, until compliance has been achieved.

Note g - Explanation of the measures proposed for the monitoring of the quality of water supplied, and the measures for preventing any danger to public health arising while remedial steps are being taken. Compliance steps to be taken should include details on the following: process selection; planning permission; design; tendering; construction; commissioning; and beneficial use. Project completion date is inclusive of commissioning period. 

Note i – The name, address and date of the application and supporting information sent to the respective authorities (in accordance with Regulation 20[4]). The appropriate district council and health authorities have 30 days to make any representations on the application (beginning with the date on which the application for the authorisation is made).

Note j – Any other information which Northern Ireland Water believes is relevant and would help the Inspectorate assess the application efficiently.
