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M Courts offer the opportunity to attend a
course.

W Offenders must then accept or decline the
offer without any further court adjournment.

M On acceptance an order will be made and the
court clerk will send the certificate of
conviction to the course organiser - TTC 2000.

B TTC 2000 wil then contact the offender with
more information and details about course
availability.

W Upon successful completion of the course,
participants receive a certificate which
entitles them to a reduction in disqualification.

B Courses will be offered in at least 5 central
locations in Northern Ireland.

M Course duration in 18 1/4 hours.
M Courses are run over 3 days.

B Courses are run both during the week and at
weekends, to meet the needs of both
unemployed and employed.
